Byly napl-
nény predstavy, plany a ambice zainteresovanych tviircii a planovaci? Diky rozhovoriim, které takovi experti v listopadu
2015 poskytli trojici vyzkumnych pracovnikil z Fakulty architektury VUT v Brné, je mozné ziskat cenny, unikatni pohled
na celou problematiku. Autorizované rozhovory, které se staly soucdsti tri po sobé nasledujicich ¢lanku, jsou zamérené
na tvorbu a rozvoj verejného prostoru v New Yorku, na tzv. chytry design High Line a na realizacni principy High Line.

NEW YORK'S RiGH LINE AND BRYANT PARK
AN INSPIRING PUBLIC SPACE

The High Line and Bryant Park are important contemporary public areas famous beyond New York and the United States.

Both parks have provided inspiration for the restoration of public zones. As symbols of urban development they are part of
the current image of New York. On one hand, both are commended for their safety, attractiveness and specific ecosystem

solutions, but they are also criticized for certain social phenomena and high costs of operation. Evidently, the High Line
and Bryant Park have a multilateral impact on the quality of the environment and the life of the inhabitants.

Various analyses of the sustainability of both parks have been published, the opinions of the creators and administrators
of both parks on their arrangement, operation and future is another topic, however. Have the ideas, plans and ambitions
of participating creators and planners been fulfilled? Interviews given by these experts in November 2015 to three
researchers at the Faculty of Architecture of Brno University of Technology provide us with valuable and unique insight
into the matter. The authorized interviews in three succeeding articles focus on the creation and development of public
space in New York, the so-called smart design of the High Line and the principles of its implementation. The interviews
were given by Adrian Benepe, an American expert on restoration and development of open urban space and parks,
Ricardo Scofidio and Matthew Johnson, who produced the reconstruction and architectural design of the High Line park,
and James Corner, landscape designer and architect of the landscape design of the High Line.
